
Starting from Viareggio sea-
front, near Galliano Café, set 
off towards Camaiore through 
Via Marco Polo. At the railway 
turn left and at the following 
roundabout turn right under 
a subway that will lead you to 
another roundabout. Here fol-
low the sign to Camaiore and 

Camaiore, Montebello, Pietrasanta, 
Capezzano Monte and Capriglia

take the provincial road. After 
about 9 km, at the roundabout, 
turn left towards the city centre 
and after the Frati Church turn 
left towards Montebello. After 
50 metres turn right and then 
go straight on for about 300 
metres until you’ll find the road 
signs to Montebello, a quite 
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hard slope that will lead you 
to Monteggiori. The descent 
towards Capezzano Pianore is 
short but requires good brakes. 
At the end of the descent you’ll 
find a roundabout, turn right 
towards Pietrasanta, and go 
through Baccatoio hamlet, a 
little 300 metres long slope.

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After the fork for Valdicastello 
(famous because it gave birth to 
Giosuè Carducci and where it’s 
possible to visit his museum), 
on the right there’s a little road 
leading to Capezzano Monte 
(the road sign is visible only if 
you come from Pietrasanta, so 
be careful). The slope begins 

with short hairpin bends in the 
middle of cultivated terracings 
and Olives trees and goes on 
with hard slopes for about 4,7 
km until the residential area. 
From there, after 900 metres 
of gentle slopes, you’ll reach 
Capriglia, where you can have a 
break and admire the view over 
the coast from Mount Marcello 
to Livorno. From Carpiglia the 
descent allows you to arrive 
in Pietrasanta. Here, following 
road signs to the seafront, go in 
Viale Apua that leads you to the 
seafront of Marina di Pietrasan-
ta. Go towards Viareggio and 
after 4 km you’ll reach the start-
ing point. Being a ring itinerary, 
it’s possible to do it backwards, 
considering that the slope from 
Pietrasanta to Capriglia is more 
gentle but a little longer, while 
the rise from Monteggiori is fit 
only for anyone who has a good 
physical fitness.
